Development Biock Grant Economic Development Program to assist Smiles, Food & Fun of Findlay LLC doing business as Chucky
E Cheese's to construct a new family enterfainment and food establishment at 912 Interstate Drive in Findlay, Ohio.

Fire Chisf Thomas Lonyo - Fire inspection Software

The Findiay Fire Depariment established the Long Term Qperations and Planning Committee (LTOPC) in 2009 in an effort to
cantinue to streamfine the future operations of the department. Code enforcement inspections fell went fram 462 in 2008 to 576 in
2008, so LTOPC would iike to increase code inspections for the City of Findlay. One way would be to invest in technolegy with a
software product called MobileEyes. MobileEyes is a fire inspection program that utilizes computer tablets that aflow fire inspectors
to enter data on-site, complete fire inspections, issue permits and allow inspectors to spend 20%-30% more time in the field.
Inspections are then downloaded at the end of each day on the internet for storage. Reporfs would be emailed to the business at
the end of the day. Costis $17,125 which includes computer hardware and software, then each subsequent year, the City would
pay MobileEyes $4,136 for licensing and royaity fees. Referred to Appropriations Commitiee. Fiied.

He noted
that nothing is budgeted for neither the swimming poot nor the Day Camp and wanted fo know if a budgst will need o be
estabiished for the pool. Mr. Hardy replied that a budget for the swimming pool will need to be created. Mr. J Siough thanked the
rest of the Councilmembers, City Administration, and the YMCA for warking together for the benefit of this community and the youth
and their famities. My. Nichols wished Russ from the YMCA the best of luck with this project.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

Old Business

Mr. Collette asked if something showing what has been changed could be provided when we modify a City Ordinance {i.e.
Ordinance 2010-021). Mr. Hackenberg replied that this will be done from here on. Mr. Colletie then asked for the status of the
Brandman site the City acguired. Mr. Hackenberg replied that City Council will be named Defendants if he files a motion with the
Court. Mr. Hackenberg has researched the situalion and has had discussions with an Attorney in Columbus to see how the case
can ve dissolved. City Council will have to be named as a party.in the case because this falls under the City's jurisdiction. The
simple way would be to repeal i and it will be dissolved. This wouid be Mr. Hackenberg's recommendation. He is under the
impression that a fliood wall will be running through middle of it. Mr. Schedel requested the Law Direction create the necessary
paperwork for the repeal. Mr. Nichols seconded the motion.

Mr. Schedel mentioned that Brian Hurt and Meghan Clement are creating a map for the Strest & Sidewalk Commitiee of
‘recommended sidewalks in need of repair. Once the map is ready, an Ordinance will be created.

Mr. Schedel menticned that he has received inquiries about the Cily's neise ordinance. Mr. Schedel asked Mr. Hackenberg to
explain the noise ordinance and what residents can do to elevate problems. Mr. Hackenberg replied that the City's Police
[epartment has had success in going to the complaints and resolving them with a simple discussion with the accused. If an Officer
going to the accused location does not rectify the problem, the neighbors do have the option to bring an action themselves under a
private nuisance action.

New Business

The PLANNING & ZONING COMMITTEE to whom was referred & request for rezoning of 233 David Street (Lot 5856 and part aliey
of Howard Addition of the Snyder W E Subdivision) from C-Residential to University District, and also 1015 N Main St (Lot 17422 N.

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Mr. Schedel moved to excuse the absence of Mr. Urbanski, seconded by Mr. J. Siough. All were in favor.

Mr. Van Dyne noted that the Fiood Mitigation public entity siudy group went weli last night (3/15/10). Minutes were drawn up by
Leigh Espar anc published in The Courier. He is appreciative of how weil the minutes captured everything at the meeting. The next
meeting will be next week either on Tuesday or Thursday night, depending when they can get the Maumee Conservancy District in,
The obiective is to name a short term entity as early as next week to heip move this forward. Mr. Collette asked Mr. Van Dyne to
expiain what was meant by keeping confinuity going forward. Mr. Van Dyne replied that Couniy Commission Ed Ingoid explained
that the Flood Partnership is not going away and being replaced by a shart term entity, which would completety go away and then
Pe replaced by a long term entity. The continuity would be fuil time staff that is already in place, but additional staff {(i.e. Engineers)
will need to be added. Thay would like to develop a technical committee and also a finance committes similar to what is out in
California which would allow the committee structure to stand as a support function or advisory board through the short term entity
and then develop into a long term entity. So, the continuity wouid be of the employees working full ime and advisory boards moving
on. Outside Public involvement will be limited as the advisory boards will handle flood mitigation procedures. The Flood Mitigation
group will develop a public entity that will allow them to implement and maintain fload contrel, It will not be anyone from outside
controlling this. It will be handled internally.

Mr. Nichols mentionsd he is the Council Representative for the Shade Tree Committee and there was some concern that the City
might loose thelr Adopt-A-Tree Program. The City must meet four (4} standards {1=Tree Commission, 2=Tree Care Ordinance,
3=Forestry Program, 4=Arbor Day observance) to maintain their status. We might be lacking in funds for additional trees to be
planted. A request to the Appropriations Committee to review the budget to see if any funding is available at a minimum standard
s0 that we can keep our status with the Shade Trae Program for 2011, A lot of frees were removed due to the Ash Borer prablems,
56 replacement pragram would be appreciated. Mr. Hardy replied that he estimates that $8,000-$8,000 was spent on trees in 2009.
There will only be thirty-three (33) trees available for the Adopt-A-Tree Program next month.

Mr. Nichols mentioned that he has received several complaints on the road conditions of 18" ang 18" Streets. iast summer, the
City replaced water lines and the laterals going into the meter sets which the residents were pieased with the improvements ta their
water service, but the street conditions there were left in poor condition with temporary patches that left the street very rough and
tots of potholes, With no funds available for sireet resurfacing this year, Mr. Nichols asked i couid there be a grinding process to
grind down some of the rough edges and touch up the potholes in that area. Mr. Hardy replied that his requests will be looked at.
